	Parent(s) will care for baby at all times (getting him/her up, bathing, feeding, changing with carer being alongside until it is agreed it is no longer necessary).

Parent(s) will manage the day and bedtime routine, when parent is settling baby for a sleep it is his/her responsibility to check on baby throughout.

Parent(s) will shop, budget and cook for self and baby as well as attend to all clothes washing and drying. 

Parent will keep their room tidy and leave the kitchen, bathroom and any other communal areas in a tidy, clean condition after use.

Parents will contribute to the wellbeing of everyone in the foster carers home be demonstrating non-aggressive, non-threatening behaviours. 
Foster carer will write a daily record, which will be shared daily with parent(s) and signed by both parent(s) and carer. 
If there are any differences of opinion on childcare these should be discussed and recorded. However, parent will need to accept the final decision from the foster carer who will endeavour to contact the health visitor at the first opportunity.

Smoking is not permitted inside the home. If parent smokes it must be in the designated outside area. On returning to the home, parent must wash his/her hands before contact with baby.

If there are other children in the household, parent must not provide any practical or supervisory care.
No alcohol or illegal substances should be kept or used by parent in the 

carer’s home.       
Parent must inform foster carer and child’s social worker of any appointments, and check if childcare cover is required.

Parent’s circumstances and history is strictly confidential foster carers and not their families or friends. Parents can feel reassured that no discussions will take place between family members and friends.

	Foster carer(s) will support parent in managing the care tasks for baby. This may include direct instruction or modelling, it may include responding to questions, or it may include practical support such as accompanying parent to parent/baby groups, health visiting clinic, shopping etc. 

Foster carer will show parent how any technical appliances work so that he/she is able to use cooking and cleaning facilities appropriately. 

Foster carer will promote and support the key attachment between baby and 
Parent.
Foster carer will keep one daily record noting observations of parent’s ability to respond to baby’s needs, manage the routine, and manage the practical tasks of washing, drying, shopping, budgeting etc. These observations will inform any parenting programme or assessment that has been agreed. 
Foster carer will be open and honest about parent’s strengths and difficulties when recording their observations and parent will be given the opportunity to read and comment on these observations.

Foster carers will provide 24 hr support when required, transport parent and baby when appropriate, and as agreed.

Foster carer will baby-sit for one evening a week (subject to discussion) 
However, parent will give 24hrs notice for this request.
Foster carer will complete and provide an updated safe caring plan in

relation to parent and baby in placement. 

Foster carer will inform parent of any household rules and routines.

Foster carer will periodically check on the care and safety of baby and therefore must have access to him/her at all times whilst in the home environment.

Foster carers should intervene if the level of risk to baby from parent

would be detrimental to his/her safety or welfare.

Foster carer will liaise with child’s social worker, health visitor and family placement social worker and any other professionals involved.

Should the placement be terminated because of a decision made by the authority relating to a serious breach of the contract, so that the well being of baby is compromised or because parent has left the placement without the agreement of the authority, the expectation will be that baby will  be moved to a child only placement.
