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Saltings Field
Activity during the dull and damp winter months has 
been restricted to general maintenance with most of our 
efforts being devoted to keeping the brambles at bay in 
the ancient hedge. Apparently, this hedge appears in 
very old maps of Beeding and when our committee first 
took over looking after Saltings Field, it was getting in a 
pretty poor state through the ingress of brambles. Their 
rapid growth was strangling the indigenous shrubs and 
trees and in two or three areas, we had to completely 
grub out whole sections and start again with new whips 
which will support birds nests in a few years time.

The volunteer group Green Gym, which is affiliated to 
the B T C V, are signed up to help us again this year on 
a regular basis and their efforts in keeping the hedge in 
trim and other tasks is invaluable. We have a contractor 
to cut the Salterns which are now possibly unique in 
their accessibility. There were once 168 in the Adur 
valley – all evidence of the once bustling salt making 
industry of the 13th to 15th century. Our three remain 
whilst the rest have been ploughed over, have trees 
growing on them or have just disappeared.

On Thursday, 24th April, we shall be holding our Annual 
General Meeting in the Beeding & Bramber village hall 
commencing at 7:30pm. All will be welcome to hear the 
Saltings Field Committee report and should anyone wish 
to join in our efforts, please make yourselves known. 
Following a refreshment break, Keith Noble of the RSPB 
will be giving an illustrated talk on the wildlife in Zambia 
where he recently went to join his wife Alison. Keith's 
talks and illustrations have in the past been excellent 
and this is not one to miss. Entrance is free.

Keith will be leading our Early Morning Bird walk on 
Saturday, April 30th and those of you wishing to 
participate in this regular and now established event 
should be at the main gate off Saltings Way at no later 
than 6:00am.

Following a two hour stroll, we will finish at roughly 
8:00am at the Castle Hotel, Bramber where there will be 
an optional full English breakfast available at £6 but you 
must book in by Wednesday, April 27th telephoning

removing graffiti from the ladies and gents toilets in 
the Sports Hall

fitting new posts and sign in New Road

replacing glass - vandalised main Sports Hall door

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Neighbourhood Watch 
Nearly 500 people in Upper Beeding are involved in the Neighbourhood Watch.

Neighbourhood Watch (NHW) costs you absolutely nothing, and is run solely by volunteers who do an 
absolutely splendid job. You know who you are and you all deserve a big thank you!

The aim of NHW is mainly crime prevention; making us more aware of protecting ourselves and our property, 
and looking out for each other.

How often do we read in the local press of events that took place a week or two weeks previously? One of our 
aims is to inform people as quickly as possible of potential crimes and also of problems that have occurred. For 
example, of burglaries that have occurred very recently – descriptions (if any) of possible suspects – details, of 
items stolen – how the property was entered. It may be that the police have asked us to look out for certain 
vehicles. There was, recently, a rash of bogus callers and NHW has issued many warnings of these callers; 
especially looking out for the vulnerable members of our communities.

Emergency Data Link
Do you remember the launch in May 2000 of the 
Emergency Data Link Service? Upper Beeding was 
one of the pioneers of this scheme. It is a very 
simple but effective service that is sponsored by the 
NHW Federation. Do you remember those notices 
asking you; "Has your fridge got the message?", and 
wondered what it was all about? Let me explain, it’s 
for people who live alone or for someone who has 
an illness and could collapse, alone at home or for 
those who have not been seen by neighbours for 
some time - the emergency services are called to 
rescue and treat these people. All the information 
about these people can be provided, on the spot, by 
the Emergency Data Link. A small film cannister has 
a form in it which you fill in giving vital time and life-
saving information about yourself. The cannister is 
stored in the fridge.

Why the fridge? Well in the event of fire, the fridge's 
contents are found to be safe. The canister has a 
green cross label on it clearly displayed. A similar 
sticker is put on your front door with a green cross 
on it, and also on the door of your fridge, indicating 
that the cannister is inside the door.

The green cross is recognised by all the emergency 
services in Sussex.

Your Council – Roles and Responsibilities
Individual Councillors

Parish Councillors are elected by the electors of the 
parish (section 16 (2) of the Local Government Act 
1972) every four years. A councillor may also be 
returned by bye-election, co-option, appointment by the 
district or by return after a successful election petition.

All councillors are required to complete a declaration of 
Acceptance of office and to provide a written 
undertaking that they accept the Council’s Code of 
Conduct. 

Individual councillors work together to serve the 
community and to help the Council to make decisions 
on behalf of the local community. Councillors contribute 
to the work of the council by suggesting ideas, 
engaging in constructive debate and by responding to 
the needs and views of the community representing 
their constituents.

Councillors comment on proposals to ensure the best 
outcome and vote to enable the council to make 
decisions. Councillors must accept the decision of the 
Council as a whole even if they do not agree with it. In 
such circumstances a councillor may ask for a vote 
against a resolution to be recorded.

Councillors are required to behave in an ethical way 
and to declare an interest when necessary.
